He then started his automotive course through MITO (the NZ Motor Industry Training Organisation) plus some extra diesel units through Fairview Educational Services .
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By mid April, with the help of the school Workplace Co-coordinator, Tyler gained a work-placement (1 day a week) with Eastern Truck & Marine Ltd in Onekawa.  The work-placement enables Tyler to complete all the practical aspects of his course and gain valuable experience and training from the staff at Eastern Truck & Marine. Tyler’s theory and practical work are monitored by the school Gateway staff, MITO and Tyler’s workplace.
