What | was really pleased about was the number of pupils who
were prepared to take a risk and support their house by joining the
choir.

In most schools, (one suspects in the vast majority of schools), the
choir may well have minimal appeal to pupils. Staff would have to
bully and cajole to get reasonable numbers to attend at all, let
alone take part enthusiastically.

The level of performance and the creativity of the presentations
belied the fact that it was all put together in six lunchtime practices.
The performances were great but the key indicator for me was the
huge number of non-choir people who took part simply because
supporting your house is the right thing to do.

We believe that part of what makes this a good school is the high
priority we give to producing responsible citizens. It is one of the
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but this wider citizenship goal for our pupils is something we work

hard at. This particular combination of academic ability and
citizenship is a big factor in the success of our ex-SXS
experience at university.

This type of event, along with other house events = athletics,
swimming, kapa haka, duathlon, etc. provide superb leadership
challenges for our school leaders. Putting together the house
performance, covering a wide range of abilities and involving some
80 of your peers, is a great learning experience for the house and
choir leaders. The expectations of house members are high.
Everyone buys into the competitive element and wants to win. To
some degree, this falls on the shoulders of house leaders = pupil

and staff + who learn valuable lessons about developing co-

operation, creativity and teamwork. The seniors do a great job in
this regard.

The logistics of the night are a bit of a nightmare for Mr Murfitt and
the house leaders. It may be a bit chaotic at times and, on
occasion, enthusiasm exceeds capability, but it is a great evening.
