I donôt think I can stress enough, just how proud we are of our four choirsô 
performances at the Big Sing.  We have always had a really strong and 
successful choral culture, dating back to Roger Stevenson, but even Roger 
would have been impressed with our achievement this year.  
   The Hawkeôs Bay Big Sing Competition has five awards.  We won them all! 
   Colla Voce and Voix de Femmes were the only Hawkeôs Bay choirs who 
were ñHighly Commendedò by the adjudicator.  I heard them perform during 
the day and they were superb.  Colla Voce won the von Dadelszen Family 
Trophy for the best rendition of New Zealand music.  They performed a song, 
written in Maori, by Sue Melville.  ñFuture Prospectò, the boysô choir, won the 
adjudicatorôs award for the most entertaining performance of the day.  Then, 
to cap it off, the trophy for the best conductor was awarded to Stephen 
Lange.  The adjudicator described his work as ñoutstandingò. 
   Results like these demonstrate what can be achieved when great teachers 
not only expect high standards, they know how to achieve them and insist 
that all pupils meet them.  For the pupilsô part, it shows that where they have 
a talent and a love for something and they apply a great work ethic, they can 
really succeed at the highest levels.  The pupils in the learner choir, 
ñHavelock Singersò, can all see what can be achieved and now they have 
something to emulate. 
  Pupils and staff alike were awesome.  Congratulations. 
  Colla Voce performed their repertoire for years 9 and 10 at assembly this 
week.  I took the opportunity to explain that the choirsô team culture is one 
which other sports and cultural groups could well emulate.  In fact, the very 
things which the choirs have done so well are the keys to success in a range 
of activities: 

1. Commit to the teamôs goals.  Success is not about how well the stars or 
heroes perform; it is about how well the weakest players are able to 
contribute. 

2. Give 100% effort.  Top players donôt hope for success.  They put in 
hours of practice to ensure that they can play well under pressure. 

3. Be positive.  Negative attitudes will guarantee a poor performance.  
Donôt fear failure. 

4. Concentrate during the performance or game. Donôt be distracted from 
giving your best by othersô antics. 

   Of course most of these team values also apply, in a modified way, to 
success in the classroom.  If one really wants to excel, one could do worse 
than following the example of the choirs.

1. Kia ora Paul Konia 
Congratulations to Paul Konia our new Board of Trustees 
representative for Maori students and whanau. Paul was a 
student teacher at HNHS and we welcome him back in this 
governance role.  
 

2. Junior Mentoring  
A ceremony was held recently to open the junior mentoring 
programme. This is a programme where selected junior Maori 
students choose teachers at school to mentor them about 
succeeding at school. Senior students, including Amy Reti, Mihi 
Lee-Taimona, Cameron Ransfield, Erika McMillan, and Sarah 
Waapu, spoke to the junior students about their successes at 
school, their mentoring experience and their goals for the future.  
 

3. Year 11 mentoring:  
Mr Birdôs year 11 group is working with Kahurangi Dance 
Company learning a haka during the weekly group meetings. 
The individual academic meetings are continuing. Mr Bird is also 
taking some students to the Mystery Creek Agricultural Field 
Days as part of the mentoring.

Manaia 
Munro spoke to the year 9ôs with her speech for Manu Korero. It 
was a fun event with junior students mixing with and getting to 
know some of our senior students and teachers in the school.

Choirs from Havelock North High School tuned in and sang their way 
to glory taking all the top five awards, including all three trophies up for 
offer in the East Coast Regional óBig Singô Competition held in Napier 
recently.  
The three trophy-winning choirs are: Colla Voce, who received the von 
Dadelszen Family Award for best New Zealand composition, ñI Te 
Waka a Neiò, composed by their director Susan Melville; Future 
Prospect received the Napier Computer Services adjudicatorôs choice 
award, and Stephen Lange received the Choral Federation Choir 
Directorôs award.
